Should any current defects
be noted? Building is in bad shape to begin with.

City Attorney Mike Segler agreed it would be a good idea to make a list of current
condition of the building.

Councilman Vemon Woods asked that an addendum showing all significant defects,
what items are not working or broken be added to contract. For the garage portion of
the building only.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked about Iltem 11 Covenant Not to Waste, what does it
mean?

Attorney Mike Segler explained for example if there becomes a pile of trash inside the
building that becomes a nuisance it would be the City’s responsibility to clean it up upon
leaving the building.

Councilman Albert Gleichmann noted that the contract is to start August 1, 2012 and a
payment of $1400 was made in this month check register. He asked was that supposed
to be paid at the Ist of the month.

City Clerk Jennifer Smith explained the payment was July’s payment for the rent of the
entire building and she waited to pay it out so it would come out of the new fiscal year
budget.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that the Police department will be out of the building
by July 31, 2012. Lease payment for garage will begin in August.

Councilman Donnie Robinson asked if contract includes the grounds surrounding the
building where the automobile are currently kept.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained the contract does not include the surrounding
grounds and all of the vehicles will be moved to the new Police department location.

Councilman Albert Gleichmann what is going in the garage?

City Manager Jim Crosby explained the Police Department will use the garage as a
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storage area for supplies, stolen property, items that are too large to be stored at the
new location.

Mayor Valerie Thomerson clarified with the Council that she is not to sign the contract
until an addendum listing all current defeats is approved by the Attorney.

Councilman Vernon Woods encouraged her to get with the Attorneys and work out the
details.

Item 61 — Approval of Purchase Order/Disbursements for the City (Claims List)

Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check to Wheatley, Segler, Osby & Miller, LLC
for Legal Services. Is this a caught up amount? Last month the City had not been
invoiced for services so he is wondering if this is a caught up amount.

City Attorney Mike Segler explained that no it was the months invoice.
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Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check to Piedmont Chamber of Commerce for
$3,500. Thought we already paid this invoice?

City Treasure Jennifer Smith explained that the $3,500 is 4" of July fireworks. Invoice
is paid out of this year’s fiscal year budget so it is paid after the event. The money
was paid to the donation fund Freedom Fest.

Councilman Vernon Woods noted that there is also a check written to Freedom Fest.

City Treasure Jennifer Smith clarified by explaining that the check written to the
Piedmont Chamber of Commerce was voided and then written to Freedom Fest
donation fund. Originally the invoice was sent from the Chamber and then resent
from Freedom Fest. She further explained about the $10,910.00 Eric and Leon
Fund. The account will be cleared out soon but is not cleared out yet.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained the Chamber sent City Treasure Jennifer Smith a
list of the vendors that are to be paid for the 4™ of July celebration, one check was
written to the Eric and Leon Fund for the total amount of all of the invoices. There is
a remaining balance of $1,970.00 still in the account. An additional check will be
written to zero out the account and then the account will be closed. Going forward
the City will only paid what is budgeted for Fireworks each year.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check written to ESRI for software. What is
this?

City Treasure Jennifer Smith explained that it is mapping software and annual payment.
Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check written to G.A. Thompson Co Inc.

City Treasure Jennifer Smith explained that the check is for the citation book that the
Police officer use to write citations.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check written to Rick Nidey for Windmill
repairs. What repair is this for?

City Manager Jim Crosby and City Treasure Jennifer Smith were not sure and will need
to follow up and get back with the Councilman. City Manager Jim Crosby believes it
is for repairs on the Windmills south of town, but will need to follow up.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check written to ISG — Phones.

City Treasure Jennifer Smith explained the check was written for the phones, set-up,
wiring from one building to another for the Police Department phone system.
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Councilman Vernon Woods asked about check to ODIS software.
City Treasure Jennifer Smith explained is it for an annual fee to OSBI.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked for a detail of Triad invoice and an explanation from
City employee of what the invoice means.

City Treasure Jennifer Smith had the Triad invoice available for Councilman Vernon
Woods at time of meeting, however with Councilman Vernon Woods additional
request for an explanation follow up will be needed on this item.

City Treasure Jennifer Smith explained that in the PMA check register there is also a
check written to Triad however it was an error and has been voided. She had copies
of the void paperwork for the Councilman at the time of the meeting.

Councilman Charles Coffman asked that going forward if a check is voided that it be
noted in register.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage requested page numbers on claims list portion of the
packet.

9. BUSINESS ITEMS -

. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION, AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON
IMPROVEMENT OF BICYCLE SAFETY.

Mayor Valerie Thomerson out of respect to Citizen Mike Flannigan’s time moved

item | forward to be discussed earlier in the meeting.
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Citizen Mike Flannigan addressed Council with information on current safety
concerns with bicycle safety in the Piedmont area. Cyclist thinks they should ride
close to the edge of the road to be considerate to the motor traffic behind them.
Motorist then think they should go around the cyclist. However, most roads do not
allow for motorist to pass cyclist safely. Oklahoma Bicyclist Coalition recommends
that cyclist ride just to the right of the center of the lane.

In order to help stop accidents, motorist need to be educated on the minimum 3 feet
to pass and local municipal pass an ordinance to back up State law. Most local
police are not likely to write tickets for incorrectly passing a cyclist because they
have to write the ticket bases upon State law and would be required to travel to be
available as a witness. If there is a local ordinance then they can help deal with this
safety issue more effectively.

Citizen Mike Flannigan spoke about the community of Edmond and the ordinances
they have recently put in place. He provided the Council with a copy of the Edmond
ordinance. He recommended the removing “and is as close as is safe to the right-
hand side of the roadway” this is already stated in the State statue. Also, suggested
posting signage in the community communicating that the 3 foot passing rule is
being enforced. He suggested posting signage on Piedmont Rd and Edmond Rd.
Educating Law enforcement that riding as close to the edge of the road is not safe
and that State law statue states as far to the right as is safe and that is just to the
right of the center of the lane.

If we look at motorist education, law enforcement education and cyclist education
then the community can move forward to preventing rear end crashes.

Councilman Albert Gleichmann asked why do the cyclist run stop signs?

Citizen Mike Flannigan provided and explanation about what is happening with the
cyclist and why they run the stop sign.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked for clarification on how to pass the cyclist if not in
the passing zone is the motorist to stay behind the cyclist?

Citizen Mike Flannigan provided further explanation on how to pass the cyclist
safely.

Councilman Charles Coffman commented that he would like to see the bicycling
community making day trips to Piedmont and recommended that the council adopt
the 3 foot passing ordinance.

Councilman Vernon Woods would like to see laws in the Piedmont area similar to
the Ordinance in Oklahoma City and have the Police Chief review the laws and
provide his input.
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Police Chief Oblein has reviewed laws that have been submitted and likes what he
has seen the 3 foot law; he has reviewed the other laws and has a few concerns
with riding in the center of the lane but is open to discussion.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked that the City Attorney Mike Segler to prepare an
ordinance and item be brought back to Council in August.

Councilman Vernon Woods made a motion to bring item back to Council once
Attorney Mike Segler has looked at Ordinance and can make recommendations for
an Ordinance for the City of Piedmont. It was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Larry
Gage.

a. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION, AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON APPROVAL
OF MINUTES FOR AUGUST 22, 2011.

Councilman Charles Coffman made a motion for discuss of City Council minutes
from August 22, 2011. It was seconded by Councilman Albert Gleichmann.

Councilman Vernon Woods said that there have been 3 versions of the meeting
minutes and what is written down is not what happened in the meeting. He is
concerned with the motion and voting of Jeff Davis to fill Bill Sharps seat. Minutes
imply that the vote was 2 to 2 and there was a tie. Councilman Vernon Woods
clarified that according to the recording and video the vote was 2/0/2 not a tie so no
tie breaking action was needed.

Attorney Tom Ferguson spoke about a letter that he sent to each Councilman at the
request of the Council with his opinion of his review of the written minutes and the
audio of the meeting.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage clarified the letter he was speaking of is the letter
prepared on November 23, 2011.

Attorney Tom Ferguson said yes the letter prepared on November 23, 2011.
Mayor Valerie Thomerson reminded the Council that they each received an invitation

to write memo if they disagreed with anything in Attorney Tom Ferguson opinion
letter. No additional memo where submitted by any of the Councilman. She also
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explained that her actions on that day of the meeting have been reviewed by the
Oklahoma Supreme Court and it was found that she acted with her proper authority.

Councilman Vernon Woods agrees with Attorney Tom Ferguson letter. His concern
is with Mayor Valerie Thomerson saying “You have my vote” before there was vote.
Right or wrong it happened. Mayor Valerie Thomerson voted before there was a
vote, then having another vote she decided they was a tie and voted to break the tie.
Councilman Vemon Wood would like Attorney Tome Ferguson letter placed into the
August 22, 2011 meeting minutes.

Councilman Charles Coffman made a motion to adopted Attorney Tom Ferguson
letter of the August 22, 2011 City Council meeting minutes into the meetings official
minutes. It was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage.

c. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION, AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON AWARDING

TORNADO CLEAN UP BID TO CHERRY TRUCKING PENDING APPROVAL
FROM FEMA.
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City Manager Jim Crosby explained bids have been accepted previously on 8
properties for tornado clean up. City has been working with FEMA on getting
approval of bids however they needed some changes in the information. During
the time of the process 2 properties have dropped out leave a total of 6
properties for approval of clean up. The contractor has called and is willing to
hold bid with approval of bid as long as FEMA approves the money, 75% from
FEMA and 12.5% from State. In order for contractor to hold bid Council would
need to approve bid only if FEMA approves the money.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage clarified that the bid expired June 1, 2012.

City Manger Jim Crosby stated yes the bid expired on June 1, he also explained that
the contract will honor the bid with approval and answer from FEMA within 30
days. If approval is given from FEMA the City will go forward with project, if no
approval is given from FEMA City will not move forward with project. Cost to the
City would be around $100,000.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage clarified that bid has expired but contractor is willing to
extend the bid with FEMA’s approval. If we are reburised by FEMA we will pay
for those 6 properties through this bid, that has expired but contractor has agreed
to extend.

Councilman Albert Gleichmann asked about property located at 8913 Stroud.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that the property is off of the list. The family has
withdrawal approval for the property to be cleaned up. They felt they could clean
it up themselves and get the property ready for sale. Since that decision the
home owner has passed away. City has given family 90 days to handle situation
and will revisit it with them after 90 days.

Councilman Charles Coffman asked what is the down size to considering the lesser
amount on the bid? There are 3 amounts listed on the bid, is there down side to
the lesser amount. He suggested going with the lower amount.

City Manager Jim Crosby did not see an issue with going with the $76,562 amount.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked how is a basement removed? Is there a problem
just caving them in. Who makes the call?

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that basements are caved in and filled.
Otherwise the have to be dug out and remove the concert, which is not
necessary. Usually be the time the 2™ homeowner comes along they would
chose not to put a basement on that piece of property. It is cheaper and easier
to just cave it in and fill it.
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Councilman Vernon Woods asked about the large piles of materials that need to be
burned. Clarified that the 3 option on the bid is for caving an filling the
basements

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that some material can not be burned. Have to
look rules and regulation on the materials to have it burned. It would be very
expensive and FEMA will not cover the cost of burning of the materials.
Recommending the $76,562 bid, the $76,562 bid does not address buring
material or removal.

City Councilman Donnie Robinson asked does the City have an exposure by burying
the concert out there, if the next person does want to put a basement in their
house. Also burning the material is there any potential health issues the City
should address.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that responsibility falls on the land owner and
they are responsible for all debris. This bid will end this FEMA project. FEMA is
cutting back and our hands are tied on these projects.

Councilman Vermon Woods asked about debris removal on Arrowhead and East
side of Northridge along the waterway.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that FEMA will pay for some debris pick up and
these locations are being concerned by FEMA. He could not explain why some
are chosen and some are not.

Councilman Vernon Woods clarified that the bid does allow for some debris removal
and clean up.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage made a motion to accept Cherry bid pending the
approval of funds from FEMA. It was seconded by Councilman Albert
Gleichmann.

CHAPTER FIVE TO PART 14, STREETS AND SIDEWALKS, PROVIDING FOR
REQUIREMENT OF A PERMIT, FEES, PLAN SUBMISSION ENFORCEMENT

Commissioner Steve Morris with the Planning Commission explained that the
Ordinance in the packet is not the correct Ordinance.

City Attorney Mike Segler explained that the Planning Commission made changes to
the Ordinance during their last meeting, he put it into Ordinance form. There are
several versions of the Ordinance that has been worked on and the one placed into
the meeting packet appear to be the wrong Ordinance.

Councilman Vernon Woods noticed that there are several things in the Ordinance
that are not correct.

City Councilman Donnie Robinson made a motion to table item d. It was seconded
by Councilman Albert Gleichmann.

CITY COUNCIL REDUCING THE SPEED LIMIT ALONG WASHINGTON
AVENUE.

Councilman Vernon Woods made a motion to discuss item. It was seconded by
Councilman Charles Coffman.

Councilman Vernon Woods commented on how did the school get built with out any
acceleration and deceleration lanes? Right off the bat we are going to have
problems.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that several years ago approval was given for
the school and it was not required to have those lanes.

Councilman Vernon Woods agrees with lowering the speed limit from 45mph to
35mph from Skyline to Piedmont Rd. He also agrees with School Zone signs to
lower to 25mph at the open and closing of school. He does not agree with 25mph
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speed all day. It should only be 25mph at the opening and closing of school.

Anything on Piedmont Rd. DOT can shoot us down. Anytime we have tried to restrict
the speed limit they turn us down since it is a State Hwy.

During school what are we going to do when 164" get blocked up going east and
west in front of the school. We are going to need to get something going on to help
people we to work.

Will not approve 25mph speed limit all day.

Councilman Donnie Robinson asked if ODOT to come out do an evaluation to see if
Piedmont Rd needs to be a 4 way stop.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained yes, meet with ODOT 5 or 6 months. Called
again spoke with Mr. Green a meeting has been set with the Director. Traffic study
has been sent to Chief Engineer for his review. They said they would get back with
us in 2 weeks. Also asked about utilizing funds that have been set aside for new
lighting system for Piedmont Rd. We can not afford that at the moment it is more
then a million dollars to be done up to ODOT standards. Asked them to utilize that
fund to come up with some kind of light system for that intersection. Also asked
about reducing the speed up by Williams’s grocery. Hopefully something will get
done quickly.

Councilman Vernon Woods explained that all of that had been done last year and
ODOT said not enough people have been hurt or killed yet.

City Manager Jim Crosby said that they were not aware that a school was being built
in the area, along with number of students and bus routes.

Councilman Donnie Robinson asked if there are any numbers of accidents on that
intersection.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained yes the City does have information on the
intersection and off the top of his head he believes it to be the highest accident
intersection.

Councilman Charles Coffman explained that he thinks a school zone needs to be
protected and it is standard for the zone to 25mp from the time school opens until
close.

Councilman Vernon Woods explained that many other school systems to do require
there drivers to slow down. Piedmont is the only one in this area. It the principal of
the thing, we are saying we can not trust our drivers to slow down, we have to
officers out there to enforce i,
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Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage thanked the Police Chief for the letter he provided. It is
well thought out; he suggested that when the 25mph is in effect it is up to the school.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage made motion to open discussion on item f. It was
seconded by Councilman Charles Coffman.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked this lawyer we are talking about hiring?
Attorney Mike Segler explained yes it is a law firm.

Discuss occurred amongst the Council about Bond Council and Banker fees.
Clarification that item f — William, Box, Forshee, & Bullard are attorneys and they do
not handle the financial side of the bond. Item G is the financial piece, banker of the
bond and that firm works in conjunction with the lawyer firm to ensure that the bonds
are handled correctly, taxes, selling of the bonds, etc. All entities work together on a
complex puzzle. The law firm of William, Box, Forshee & Bullard also carry the
liability of the bond work.

Councilman Charles Coffman explained the Council has to have Bond Council and
William, Box, Forshee & Bullard is one of the best bond firm in the region and is well
known for their bond work. Some Bond Council has financial institutes in house this
one does not and will work in harmony with a financial institution.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked what criteria was used to select this firm?

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage explained several packages where presented to Mayor
Pro Tem Larry Gage, Councilman Charles Coffman and Attorney Mike Segler, it was
determined we need a bond guy. Legal and Financial. Cost is 2 % of what bond
cost us, they get zero if it is unsuccessful. We looked at having a reputable firm,
William, Box, Forshee & Bullard is one of the best in the area. Also looked at
timeline, needed to make a selection in order to get it before Council by fall. Worked
with Councilman Charles Coffman his background is familiar with this type of
process. It was decided he would look at the firms and make a decision.
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Councilman Charles Coffman considered 4 firms all where premiere firms in the
area.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked where all 4 firms the same price.

Attorney Mike Segler explained that fee where not included in the information at time
of selection.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage explained that 72 % is standard among all fee for this
type of work.

Councilman Vernon Woods is %2 point more or less. Continued with he has received
phones at home from other firms that did not receive RFP. Not sure what the
process was use but some other firms where not considered.

Attorney Mike Segler explained Y2 % is customary and well within an appropriate fee
range.

Councilman Vernon Woods explained that he has gotten 2 calls at home from other
firms explaining that they never received an RFP and where not given an opportunity
to be considered for this work.

Councilman Albert Gleichmann stated that he thinks the item needs to be tabled.
Council has not had enough time to understand. We are considering millions of
dollars and we need more time.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage explained if Council would like to go back and consider
more firms he was okay with that. He is not sure that the process will be helpful, but
is open to the idea.

Councilman Donnie Robinson explained %2 point is standard; bottom line is how
much we want to go for in the Bond.

Councilman Charles Coffman explained that there was a sub group formed to
consider firms. Several weeks ago sub group started looking at bids. Apologized if
this is the first Councilman Albert Gleichmann has seen it.

Councilman Vernon Woods explained that he is not happy with the process but he
does not feel he is smart enough to know.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage explained that the item is to select a firm. He made his
decision base upon recommendations from the Attorney, the success rate of the
firm, this firm is top in the State.
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Councilman Albert Gleichmann asked for clarification that this item is a contract of
service.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage explained that his item does contract the firm for
services and reminded the Council that if they are not successful the City pays zero.

City Manager Jim Crosby offered for the Council to look at other firms and that this
firm does not have to be accepted.

Councilman Albert Gleichmann stated he did not like it and something about it
stinks.

Councilman Charles Coffman explained that there are a lot of firm out there but firm
is one of the best in the state with high rate of success.

Councilman Vernon Woods made a motion to approve item g. It was seconded by
Councilman Donnie Robinson.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage noticed in the proposal the % went up from %2 to 3% of a
%. Can we ask for less?

Attorney Mike Segler explained yes and suggested ¥2%.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage asked the amount of the % is determine by credit rating,
how the credit rating is determined.

Attorney Mike Segler explained the credit rating is determined by market conditions,
general economy, also by the financial advisor.

Councilman Charles Coffman explained that there a financial advisor professional in
the audience with the Council was open to having him speak. No objections.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage asked Bill Stricker with BOSC what determines the
credit rating, and what rate will the City get?
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Bill Stricker explained total cost including Financial Advisor and Attorney fees should
be 1% % to 2 % % as of today, rates go up and down. He also explained his firm
never got an opportunity to bid on fees; his fees would be 12%.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage asked once the City receives the money it will take time
to spend it, that money is placed in an account until it is spent. Who determines
where it sits?

Bill Stricker explained that decision would be the decision of the Financial Advisor to
recommend at bank; usually it is a bank with a Trust department. The local bank in
Piedmont does not have a Trust department so it more then likely would be a bank
such as Bank of Oklahoma or Chase Bank. He also mentioned that the rate is not
very much.

Attorney Mike Segler explained that the Financial Advisor may suggest to issue the
money in series. That way you do not have borrow it all at once and have it in a
bank.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage asked about Attorney fees? Asking Attorney Mike
Segler how he would get back paid on the work bond. Do we pay you by the hour?

Attorney Mike Segler explained that it is usually and customary for him to earn .75%
of the Bond Council fees. .03%.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage clarified the fee would be .75% of a 2 %. V2% for
financial, ¥2% for Bondmen, .03% for City Attorney. Total 1.3% cost for this bond.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained there are additional costs that go along with any
bond. Such as printing cost.

Bill Stricker explained usually there is a % for the total bond, and then there are fees
for printing, banking, travel expenses, and copies. Generally, additional fees are
usually a few thousand dollars.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked why didn’t we get prices from the bids?

Bill Stricker explained that the standard fee is ¥%2% for legal and 2% for financial
advice. He continued it is better to have 4 or 5 firm’s bids on this. Some firms may
consider this a note and work with local bank. Also noted that an RFQ was sent out
but his firm did not receive and RFP. This should have gone back out to bid.

Attorney Mike Segler explained that at the time the Council was under a very short
time line therefore needed large firms who could respond quickly. Now that the
Council has more time and a Bond Council has been hired, go back and revisit the
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Financial Advisor issue. Interview firms and request fees. Giving MFG opportunity to
bid against themselves also giving BOSC opportunity to bid.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage liked that idea.

Attorney Mike Segler advised the Council to have the 2" on the motion to be
withdrawn and table the item.

Councilman Donnie Robinson withdraws his 2™ on the motion.

Councilman Vernon Woods made a motion to table item and go back and
renegotiate with 2 firms that submitted proposal until next meeting. Requesting that
the Attorney Mike Segler sent out bid sheets, firms have written proposals and be
present by next City Council meeting for questions. It was seconded by
Councilman Charles Coffman.

THE SANITARY SEWER IMPROVEMENT PROJECT (BETWEEN 7" STREET
TO 1°' STREET) TO JORDAN CONTRACTORS.

City Manager Jim Crosby recommended approval of bid from Jordan and
Associates for $130,798.00 .

Councilman Vernon Woods made a motion to approve item h. It was seconded
by Councilman Donnie Robinson.

Councilman Vernon Woods commented original estimated total was $300,000
this contract is for $130,798.00 how much extra will it cost? | know Triad will get
15% of total cost of project. What is the total of project?

City Manager Jim Crosby explained the project would probably not exceed
$170,000. This includes the previous TV work, price of engineers and bid. He
could not recall the price of the pipe bursting work. However, since the project is
using pipe bursting there will not be a great deal of fence removal and surface
damage. This price includes replacing the man holes.

City Engineer Robbie Williams added there will be some additional inspection
fees.
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Councilman Vernon Woods stated there are no time specifications in this
contract.

City Manager Jim Crosby clarified that the time specifications where in the
original bid. He thinks the time to be 60 days.

City Engineer Robbie Williams explained contractors received construction
drawings and specification books, there is a contract time in there that have
already been approved by Council. He spoke with Contractor today if approved
will set up a pre-work meeting; also have explained to them the importance of
time on the project due to school starting.

Councilman Vernon Woods stated no time specifications are in the contract and
no construction completion times.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained the time specifications where a requirement
of the bid and 60 calendars is what was bided. We will meet with the contractor
and give them a start date once all documents have been signed. Then time
frame starts running.

Councilman Vernon Woods referred to the 5% retainer fee.

City Engineer Robbie Williams explained if the contractor bills the City for
$10,000 worth of work we would retain 5% of that amount. Once the project is
complete we have 5% of the total project amount to make sure he take care of
any punch list items or things that need to be done at the end. Once the Council
accepts the project we will pay that remaining 5% retainer.

Councilman Vernon Woods asked how come this is not the type of project where
we pay once it is done.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that almost all construction projects are set
up in this nature. Contractors have bills to pay also; therefore they are allowed to
make draws and keep the project moving along. They can not take all of the
money at once, always hold money back.

Councilman Vernon Woods does not agree with that, but will not fight it.
The vote was:

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i. DISCUSSION, CONSIDERATION, AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON STORM
RETENTION SYSTEM OF THE PIEDMONT INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL.

Councilman Vernon Woods made a motion to discuss item i. It was seconded by
Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained they have met with the school and has had
discussion with the school Engineers. The following improvements will be made to
the drainage of the project.

Improvements will be made to the drainage opening coming out of the detention
pond to reduce the amount of water that is allowed to come out at any time.
They will water jet all of the drainage pipes to clear them of any debris.
The property owner to the east of the school has been met with to let him know what
is going. They will build a drainage swell from the pipe at the level of the drain to
allow water to go down, sod will be put in, improvements to the drainage structure on
Stout street, retention wall as it get close to Stout is to help make sure water is
directed. There is a telephone pole that they have to work around.
This will solve the problem and prevent water from getting on the street, directing it
down drainage ditch, should have drawings by next Monday.
City Manager feels the project is forward quickly.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage clarified the school contractors are doing the work.

City Manager Jim Crosby answered yes; school contractors are responsible for
performing any construction.

Councilman Charles Coffman added that a very good and frank conversation
happened after the Chamber Breakfast between the School Superintendent and City
Manager, that have lead us to the series of events that are getting things done.
Good example of cooperation.

Councilman Donnie Robinson asked about properties owners to the North of the
School project, upon the request of residents he went and looked at their property.
There is a lot of silk, gravel that has washed down into their yards and they are
dealing with a great deal of dust. They have real concerns and do not feel like they
are being listened to.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that sod should have been laid a long time ago.
They are laying the sod this week. That will help a lot. Toward the back of the
school the drainage outlet is designed to spread out across the project. The finally
grading will be done this week. If the grading and the sod that should help a great
deal. City approved the drainage study that has allow them to move with the way
things are currently. All issues are being addressed now.
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Mayor Valerie Thomerson asked the City Manager to follow up with the school
district, if they lay sod and do not water it, it will die. She would hate to see these
problems continue.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage expressed his concerns about drainage on the south
side, where is that water to go? Property owners to the south are concerned that
they will be getting more water.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained theoretically the property owners to the south
will be getting the same amount of water as they got before, they will be getting it
quicker then they had been. The school may need to put items in the retention pond
to restrict the water. The drainage study shows 3 different drainage areas. Do
believe the water is getting there quick. The last rain showed some problems.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage explained the last rain was not a large rain. The project
is dumping water out very quickly. Most of our issues from not taking care of the
ditches. If we are going to allow building we have to take care of our ditches and
drainage. |.

City Manager Jim Crosby commented that restricting the flow of water coming down
the ditch is necessary and it has to be done at the retention pond. Once sodding is
put in it will help a great deal. Major changes will be done by the time the project is
complete.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage. Drainage is everyone’s problem and if we are going to
allow development we have got to get better at understanding the drainage. Tax
payers get stuck with the bill.

City Manager Jim Crosby, Enforcement of ordinance is important, sticker
ordinances.

Councilman Vernon Woods referred to photos in packet of the drainage. He finds it
hard to believe it was signed off on. It is an obvious hazard to children, it is big
enough for a child to climb in there and get lost. It is a bad hazard. If we want to add
a lane to 164™ we have to move this thing. We can not do anything without moving
this concrete monster.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained we have letters from the previous engineer who
reviewed this drainage, he told them what they had to do with the drainage module
and those changes were made. He offered the letter for Councilman Vernon Woods
to review.

Councilman Vernon Woods commented that come October the school will want the
City to add a lane to 164™ street because of traffic. First thing we will have to do is
pay money to move concrete. They gave us their 50 foot easement; this should not
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be on it. Resident and commercial can not put anything on City right away and they
did. He would like it moved back and protected from children getting in there. The
drainage is not going to work magically the water is not going to turn east and then
when it gets to 7" street go back to the south. The drainage is not going to work.
Trying to fix a huge problem that is not fixable. He thinks the school should be
required to have drainage go under 164™ street that would get rid of the whole
problem. There is now no way a sidewalk can be put in, it is too dangerous. Have
been talking about these things for 3 months. All we are talking about is trying to
slow the water down.

Mayor Valerie Thomerson asked Council for permission to hear from Citizen John
Simpson the property owner to the south of the project.

Council agreed.

Citizen John Simpson asked on the redesign of the weir device that goes in front of
the concert in the retention pond. What is the design currently and what is the
redesign and what is the estimate of holding the water back?

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that he did not have the design with him at the
time of the meeting but he would happy to provide it for him.

Citizen John Simpson explained the design was signed off by City Engineer who is
no longer here. | told him then it was fine and dandy but it is just like insurance you
don’t know what you have until you have to test it. We did have 100 year rain last
week that was 1” rain in about 35 minutes. Problem is can not channel water into 90
degree turns; water follows the path of least resistance. My problem is, it was a
design flaw to begin with because it was getting past off. Now we are going to say
we are going to redesign the weir and make it bigger to hold the water back and still
make 90 degree turns without making a storm drain for the water. It is obvious that it
is the same amount of water historically as before, but now the water is speed up
due to asphalt, concrete, rooflines and displacement. You have the same amount of
water trying to escape in a more concentrated amount of time. Concern with his
property is there is a high pressure gas line and they put in erosion control. Are you
proposing erosion control on the other side? Because if there is an explosion the
City will not have enough insurance.

Councilman Charles Coffman made a motion to discuss item J. It was seconded by
Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage.
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Councilman Vernon Woods wanted to see legal research on what it takes now after new
state laws to annex property, how many people do we have to talk to, how many people
can veto it and | still do not have anything on it.

City Manager Jim Crosby explained that he forward the previous City Managers
comments onto the City Attorney. He does agree the new state law makes it much
more difficult to annex.

City Attorney Mike Segler, If you have consent of 50% of the property owners or the
property owner can petition the City to be Annexed.

Discussion occurred among the Council about picking up as much of property as
possible along N.W. Expressway for future growth. Research has been done to ensure
that it is all County land and it is future growth for city to have a presence out there.
Some of the land is agriculture and is not heavily populated. Piedmont City limits do go
out to Gregory but would like annex further South.

Mayor Pro Tem Larry Gage would like to clearly define what is it the Council wants to
do. Thinks the idea is good but want it to be clear what is it we want to annex.

City Manager Jim Crosby offered to come back with a list of property owners and the
City can start contacting the property owners.

Councilman Vernon Woods would like to start the motions of reaching out to property
owners. Sell the property owners on the benefits of having the City of Piedmont
annexing the property.

More discussion occurred about what it can be annexed. Research needs to be done
on what can be annexed.

City Manager Jim Crosby agreed to move forward.
No action is needed on this item.
