Joseph Young of Skyline Estates provided City Council members with a map of the area in
question. Concerned about the amount of water that is coming down off the property that
in being considered for rezoning. If housing is added it is going to create more problems
for the houses down stream from it. There already is a great deal of damage coming from
the rain water. He asked that the City consider using the area for a municipal area for the
community.

Community Developer Wade Harden explained that the item before the Council tonight is
a rezoning and the water run off and flood plain issues will be addressed when a PUD is
submitted.

Warren Peacock explained that the developer understands the flood plain and drainage
concermed they are just asking for the rezoning at this time.

Cliff - spoke about traffic concems. The traffic currently in the area is very high and there
is no other way out or for traffic to go. Asked the Council to say no to the development, It
is a flood plain, 150 houses, 2 cars each not realistic.
